The students, mostly from poor Cambodian and migrant Vietnamese families, are in for a surprise 
this coming new year as they will each be going back to school with a ‘Back to School Kit’ that is 
personally packed by SJIIM’s students and filled with goodies such as books, stationaries, toys and 
much more. Cheers of celebration will literally be ringing louder around La Salle Pouthum in the years 
to come as well with the purchase of a new PA system courtesy of the funds raised by the Catholic 
Co-Curricular Activity group parents who joined the project as well through a successful Charity 
Bazaar in the school.  

 

Brother Jason Blaikie, Brother Director in SJIIM, expressed his delight at the outcome of the project 
saying, “It has always been the modus operandi of the De La Salle Brothers to help out members of 
our wider Lasallian community following the principle of noblesse oblige. That is to say, we are 
obligated to assist, given our fortunate circumstances.
